We can often meet this disease in children and only sometimes in grown-ups. The
disease passes from one person to another through the nose and mouth. The
beginning of the disease is quick. The patient has a sore throat, fever, headache
and he often vomits. The face is flushed and the skin feels hot and dry. The
temperature rises quickly on the first day and remains high for a few days. After
the temperature falls the skin begins to peel. The rash appears on the second day.

(Scarlet fever)
The disease passes from one child to another. The first symptoms are sneezing
and coughing. The disease begins with sighs of heavy cold, a running nose, and a
dry cough. The temperature is high and the child has a dislike of the light. The
rash appears on the third or fourth day behind the ears and around the mouth and
then covers the whole body.

(Measles)
The symptoms of disease are: high temperature, headache, general pains. You
must remember: never shake your hands when you have a cold. Cold pass
through the hands. In most cases the patient must stay in bed, be warm, drink
much water.

( Influenza)
It is a small finger-like appendage on the intestine. The patient has pain in the
abdomen, the middle of abdomen to begin with, which later settles in the lower
part on the right side. There is tenderness in the right lower abdomen. This is
usually accompanied by fever and often vomits.

(Appendicitis)
It is simply means that the cold has spread to the air passages. There may or may
not be fever, but the couth may be severe and it may interfere with feeds and
sleep.

(Bronchitis)
It may be caused by bacteria or viruses. It may follow a cold and bronchitis or
may come on suddenly. The child looks ill has fever, cough and very rapid
breathing. He also may complain of pain in the chest. If his breathing is very rapid
he may need oxygen.

(Pneumonia)
It is a disease of the bones and it is due to deficiency of vitamin D. The back of

the head sweats and wet places appear on the pillow. The back of the head



become bald. The child often cries and sleeps badly. The child holds up his head
later than other children, sits later, walks later.
(Rickets)

1. (Putiodine on it, take some cloth wet it in cold water and put it on the bruise. If
the bruise is very bad you must consult a doctor.

2. (Stop the bleeding as soon as possible. The simple method is to put clean cloth
over the wound and bandage it tightly. If the bleeding is from an arm or leg raise
the limb. If the person has nose bleeding put a cold compress on it. And patient
must breathe through his mouth. In severe case doctor made blood transfusion.

3. (Do not let the person move. Use splint for the broken limb, but not at the place
of the fracture.)

4. (Lay the person on the flat on his back. Raise his feet a little. Loose his dress.
Cover him warmly and open the window. Sprinkle cold water on his face. Give
the person to breath in ammonia water.)

5. (Lay him flat on his back. Raise his feet a little. Cover him with blankets to keep
him warm. Give him a warm drink. Keep him quiet.

6. (Empty the stomach. Give much water to drink-4-8 glasses.)

7. (Take the patient into a cool and shady place. Put him on his back. Raise his head
and shoulders a little. Put cold cloth on his head. Cool his body with cold water

rub his skin with sponge to keep up the blood circulation.)
